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Prayer, Care, Share

What?  

Prayer, care, share is a focused, city-wide effort to love our friends by praying for them, caring for them and by sharing the good news of what Christ has done for them.  

When?

The first three weeks of November, with each week beginning Sat. and ending Fri.

1. Prayer week, November 1-7

2. Care week, November 8-14

3. Share week, November 15-21

Who?

All believers who are in a Life group

Why?  

Everyone who has experienced Christ can witness to Him.  From the simple profession of the Samaritan women who told those in her city, “Come, see a man who told me everything I ever did.  Could this be the Christ?” (John 4:29) to the complex, philosophic argument of Paul to the Athenians (Acts 17:22-31), we can all be used of God to bring others to Christ.

By focusing on outreach during these three weeks, we hope that God will work through all of us as we pray for, care for and share the gospel with acquaintances, friends and perhaps even strangers.   Because we all doing this at that same time, we hope that there will be corporate preparation, encouragement, sharing and maybe even participation (though we envision most praying, caring and sharing to be done individually with friends).  

How?

In our Life groups, we want to prepare for the next week’s outreach beforehand.  So, a Life group that meets on Wednesday will have a discussion Wed., Oct. 29, before the week of Prayer, Nov. 1-7.

Here are some suggestions for preparing for each week - allow 30 minutes each week:
1. Prayer week preparation, October 26-31

· Read Luke 15.  Ask each Life group member to name a few friends or acquaintances who they would like to reach.  Compile these friends onto a “Luke 15 List” to pray over during Life group times.

· Discuss CoJourners No. 2.2, “Praying for You”.

· Have each Life group member make a personal faith goal for the number of people they will ask to pray for that next week.

2. Care week preparation, November 2-7

· Share about the previous week’s asking of prayer requests.

· Consider listening as one of the greatest demonstrations of care we can give to our friends.  Discuss CoJourners No. 2.3, “Power Tools”, which addresses the importance of asking questions or CoJourners No. 2.4, “What’s Your Story”, which addresses the importance of hearing another’s story

· Discuss how to care for each person who was prayed for the previous week.

· Have each Life group member make a personal faith goal for the number of people to whom they will demonstrate care.

3. Share week preparation, November 10-14

· Share about the previous week’s demonstrations of care.

· Discuss CoJourners No. 3.4, “Showing the Way” or CoJourners No. 3.3, “First Hand Experience”

· Have someone in the Life group or an invited guest demonstrate how to share the booklet Would You Like to Know God Personally? or demonstrate how to communicate your testimony.

· Have each Life group member make a personal faith goal for the number of people with whom they will share the gospel.
